With the support of our community, the
Foundation was able to award over $200,000
in school and enrichment grants in 2024,
benefiting projects across all Tustin Unified
schools. These grants impacted every level of
education, funding initiatives such as the
creation of a campus bike repair shop, new
instruments for student musicians, diverse
reading resources, drama productions, field
trips, robotics programs, classroom resources,
and innovative approaches to promoting
student wellness and support.

Our clubs
are active at Tustin Connect, Legacy
Magnet Academy, Foothill, Tustin, and
Beckman High Schools.

SUMMER ACADEMY INTERNS

The TPSF Summer Academy Intern
Program is a four-week leadership
initiative for high school students.
Participants are selected through an
interview process based on their
enthusiasm, interest, and qualifications.
Interns assist with a range of K-8 classes,
including our Robotics program, and
take on roles beyond the classroom by
facilitating recess games, supporting
program administration, and engaging
in weekly leadership workshops. In 2024,
130 high school students took part in this
impactful Intern Program.
